
VOTE 1: ENVIRONMENT

On April 10, 2003, the House rejected
an Edward Markey (D-MA) amend-
ment to President Bush’s Energy Bill
(H.R. 6) that would have prohibited
gas and oil exploration in Alaska’s
Arctic National Wildlife Refuge.
Final Vote: 197-228
Population Connection urged a
“Yes” vote.
Update: On June 14, 2004, drilling in
the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge
was again proposed (H.R. 4529). This
time, Arctic drilling revenues were
linked to health care programs in
struggling mining communities. The
bill was withdrawn when it failed to
gain support on the House floor.

VOTE 2: ABSTINENCE-ONLY-
UNTIL-MARRIAGE EDUCATION
PROGRAM

On May 1, 2003, the House adopted a
Joseph Pitts (R-PA) amendment to
the Global HIV/AIDS Relief Bill
(H.R. 1298) to require one-third of
HIV/AIDS prevention funds be used
to promote abstinence-only-unless-
married efforts.
Final Vote: 220-197
Population Connection urged a
“No” vote.

VOTE 3: BAN ON SAFE
ABORTION PROCEDURES

On June 4, 2003, the House rejected
a motion from Tammy Baldwin (D-
WI) to send the so-called “ P a r t i a l
Birth Abortion Ban” Bill (H.R. 760)
back to committee for further con-
sideration.  The term “partial birth
abortion” is so vaguely defined that it
could jeopardize some of the safest
and most common methods of legal
abortion and thus threaten a woman’s
health.  Such a motion traditionally
gives opponents of a measure one
last chance to amend or kill a bill. 
Final Vote: 165-256

Population Connection urged a
“Yes” vote.
Update: The “Partial Birth Abortion
Ban” Bill (S. 3) was signed into law
( P.L. No. 108-105) by the president
on November 5, 2003.

VOTE 4: AID TO UNITED
NATIONS POPULATION FUND

On July 15, 2003, the House nar-
rowly adopted, during debate on
the Fiscal 2004-05 State
Department Authorization Bill
(H.R. 1950), a Chris Smith (R-NJ)
motion to strike language in the bill
restoring U.S. aid to the UNFPA. 
Final Vote: 216-211
Population Connection urged a
“No” vote.
Update: On July 16, 2004, the
Bush administration announced
that the U.S. would withhold $34
million in aid to UNFPA for the
third consecutive year. UNFPA
estimates that the U.S. contribution
would have saved thousands of
lives and prevented nearly 2 
million unwanted pregnancies.

VOTE 5: SAFE ABORTIONS AT
OVERSEAS MILITARY
FACILITIES

On May 19, 2004, the House reject-
ed an amendment, authored by
Susan Davis (D-CA), to the F i s c a l
2005 Defense Authorization B i l l
(H.R. 4200), which would have
given servicewomen and military
dependents access to privately
funded, safe abortions at military
facilities while stationed overseas.
Final Vote: 202-221
Population Connection urged a
“Yes” vote.

VOTE 6: FREEDOM OF CHOICE
ACT OF 2004 
On January 21, 2004, Jerrold
Nadler (D-NY) introduced the
Freedom Of Choice Act of 2004
(H.R. 3719). F O C A prohibits gov-
ernment interference with a
w o m a n ’s right to choose to bear a
child or terminate a pregnancy. This
measure is consistent with the R o e
v. Wa d e decision and will super-
cede anti-choice laws, including
laws that prohibit the funding of
abortions for poor women or coun-
seling and referrals for abortions. 
Population Connection endorsed
legislation.

VOTE 7: PUTTING PREVENTION
FIRST ACT OF 2004 
On April 21, 2004, Louise
Slaughter (D-NY) introduced the
Putting Prevention First Act of 2004
(H.R. 4192). The measure provides
women with greater access to con-
traception by requiring that insur-
ance providers pay for birth control
pills and other contraception,
ensuring age-appropriate sex edu-
cation in public schools, and
increasing funding for the Title X-
national family planning program. 
Population Connection endorsed
legislation.
